Due to the nature of this course, we are fortunate to have a small class size. Register within 5 days of attaining our
permission. Failure to register for this class immediately may result in forfeiture of your spot. We are expecting a
waiting list for students who were unable to get in. If for some reason you decide to drop this course, we would
appreciate being notified ASAP so that others may have a chance to add.

To help maximize the safety and learning experience for every person involved in this course, we ask that you
arrive with all of the required items on the “Bring List” (see attached) for our on water day. If for any reason
you are missing a required piece of equipment, please let us know at least one week in advance and we will do
everything we can to try to assist you in obtaining the gear needed.
